About This Workshop





	 Where can I turn for answers about my clients from the Marshall Islands? 


This workshop will provide useful background information about the Marshall Islanders in Hawaii with the intent of educating frontline perinatal providers about basic cultural frameworks that influence interactions with Americans, U.S. health and social programs, and other service systems. 


You will learn about basic living conditions in the Marshall Islands, as well as culturally-patterned behaviors and beliefs that make sense at home, but are particularly challenging to Western providers. We will also learn more about the Compact of Free Association, and how it affects Marshall Islanders, as well as Hawaii.


Participants will explore a case study that will help out various culturally informed explanations for behaviors, as well as opportunities for improving communication. Opportunities for dialog, as well as questions and answers, will enable participants to obtain information specific to their areas of practice.


	With a greater understanding of where Marshall Islanders are coming from, and what their life in Hawaii is like, service providers can understand this unique community and improve their own programs and outcomes through more culturally-sensitive services.

 	Julie Walsh Kroeker is an anthropologist who has long-term history and relationships in the Marshall Islands. She pursues “public anthropology”  -- putting anthropological knowledge to use in real communities with real cultural concerns. Recognizing the need for relevant and accessible resources about and for Marshallese people living in Hawaii, she co-founded Small Island Networks (SINET); a small federally funded non-profit organization dedicated to meeting those needs. SINET provides tutoring services for Marshallese students, and educational workshops for teachers, health providers and social workers that serve Micronesian peoples. 


	Willa Ysawa Aaron is a registered nurse working at Castle Hospital in Kailua. She is a graduate of the University of Guam, and a citizen of the Marshall Islands. Willa is currently working on her MSN at the UHM School of Nursing.  Having lived, worked, and studied in the United States she brings the unique and valuable of skill of being able to translate many Marshallese concepts of health into meaningful Western terms and understandings. Willa is highly-skilled at identifying culturally-appropriate methods of interacting with Marshallese clients or patients.
