About This Workshop


	 The goal of this training is to assist participants in developing a working knowledge of science-based practices in preventing both teen pregnancy and also HIV and other sexually transmitted infections (STIs).  Participants will define “science-based practices” in relation to teen pregnancy and HIV/STI prevention; learn about the latest trends in adolescent sexual and reproductive behavior and adolescent sexual health outcomes; identify factors that protect adolescents and those that contribute to adolescents’ risk-taking behavior; and learn about evaluated, effective sex education, contraceptive access, and youth development programs that can be replicated in schools and communities across the state.
