· Most rate increases were noted in relation to the stock market dip

· This issue is being discussed – investigating physician assistant insurances to see if this was also increased –

· Advised nurse practitioners to “carry your own insurance” – even if you are covered by an institution
2) APRN language
· Nancy McGuckin reported that we are presently working on incorporating 

APRN into the language of the Hawaii Nurse Practice Act

· Many states across the nation are working on cleaning-up the language on

Legislation – related to the term “supervision” -  and using a broader term to better reflect the nurse practitioner role (ie: collaborative, consultation or referral relationship)
