Mary Kawasaki, NP.  Lots of Hawaii leg bills related to “nursing”.  Current legislative issues:

· Rules & Regs update – senate draft #2.  Biggest issue is English proficiency for RNs

· NP Prescriptive authority:  protect as part of Scope of Practice.  Bill to transfer authority from Board of Medicine to Board of Nursing died – didn’t make the cross-over.  

School health:  bill to allow albuterol MDIs to be carried by the student – currently many Principles do NOT allow this, citing anti-drug use policy.  Passed third reading as amended, moved to the Senate.
